inners of the Kentucky Derby can have their final prep races just about
anywhere.

But, even though the national stakes schedule offers trainers coast-to-
coast options, the last two winners of the Kentucky Derby used derbies at
Gulfstream and Santa Anita to springboard them to the winner’s circle in
America’s most coveted race.

Last year, Barbaro, the beloved ill-fated superstar, won the Florida Derby on
his way to the most dominant score in the Kentucky Derby since Assault
in 1946. The season before that, Giacomo used a fourth-place finish in the
his final prep race before taking the Run for the Roses at monstrous odds.

Early this year, it appears that derbies at both Gulfstream and Santa Anita are in fine position to
produce a third-consecutive Derby winner.

The Florida Derby is scheduled to be run on Saturday, March 31 at Gulfstream.

The Santa Anita Derby is on tap for Saturday, April 7.

Significant prep races

for both derbies are the Grade Il Fountain of Youth Stakes on Saturday, March

3 at Gulfstream and the Grade Il San Felipe Stakes at Santa Anita on Saturday, March 17.

As any racing fan knows, a lot can happen between now and when the Kentucky Derby is run, but
it's a pretty good bet that the horse who wears the roses in Louisville will have last raced in either
the Florida or Santa Anita Derby.

Greatest Lesson

Racing scribes with access to keyboards and fingers recently have banged-out takes on
the Barbaro saga. Why?

Because Barbaro’s spectacular life and tragic death transported us to places we avoid
visiting very often. He touched our hearts, minds and souls and forced us to feel a dizzying
range of emotions: exhilaration, shock, sadness, desperation, hope and finally emptiness.

So, why should yours truly be any different?

If you can muddle through the scribbling of one more hack on the Barbaro topic, keep
reading.

By anyone’s standards Barbaro was a fantastic racehorse. No one can argue that point.
Was he one of the greatest racehorses ever to live? Hard to tell. He was cut down in the
prime of life.

Nevertheless, the facts speak for themselves. Barbaro won six races (on both dirt and turf)
and earned over $2 million. His domination of the 2006 Kentucky Derby was the widest
margin of victory in that race since Assault in 1946. And he was only the sixth unbeaten
winner of the Kentucky Derby in history.

He won every race he ever ran in, except his last; when he horribly fractured his right hind
leg in an accident no one can adequately explain, except to say that bad things happen.
And they don’t happen for ‘a good reason,’” as some would suggest. They just happen.
They are not a ‘part of the racing game’ or any other pastime. They are, however, an
indelible fact of life for every living creature.

But, Barbaro’s accomplishments on the track, ultimately, are not what he should be
remembered for. He taught us far greater lessons.

As a tremendously intelligent being, Barbaro appeared to understand the concept of
teamwork. He knew how to take care of himself but, more importantly, he was willing to let
others help him. He readily relied on others for love, care and support. He knew how to give
of himself and how to accept love from others.

And he trusted people more than most horses. Heck, he trusted people more than most
people do.

In future years, when Barbaro’s name is mentioned, his Kentucky Derby victory will be
remembered and so will his valiant fight for life. But to stop there is to miss the point.
Barbaro was a shining example of how to give and to accept love. That’s a lesson we all
could learn. X
